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If a registered swimmer chooses not to swim, or if the coach recommends that a swimmer leave the team and enter a learn-to-swim program within the first two weeks, a refund will be issued through May 14, minus $25 for insurance and coaching fees.  No refunds will be issued after this date.

Each swimmer will receive a team t-shirt or tank top and an end-of-the season award.  Additional shirts (adult sizes only) can be ordered for $10 each on the registration form or on the Tarpon merchandise order form.

Minimum Requirements for Swimmers

The swim team is not a learn-to swim program, but is intended to enhance the skills already learned from swim lessons.  We do teach competitive strokes to those swimmers who have a strong desire to compete.  After May 14, 7 & under swimmers must be able to swim the length of the pool unassisted (25 yards).  8-10 year old swimmers should have a working knowledge of all four strokes (freestyle, backstroke, breaststroke, and butterfly) and should be legal in at least two strokes.  11 & up swimmers must be able to swim two lengths of the pool (50 yards) in at least three strokes.

Meet Attendance Requirement     “Show your team spirit!”

Tarpon swimmers must attend four of the six dual meets to be eligible for the team.  When you register, you must do so with the intent of swimming the entire season (excluding Prelims, Finals, and All-Stars).  We understand that swimmers may have to miss a meet or two due to illness, a family emergency, or some other unavoidable situation.  Every season, the Tarpon team fills up quickly and we start a wait list.  If you register without the intent of swimming all season, this is unfair to those who are willing to make this commitment.  Also, we rely heavily on parent volunteers to run our meets.  If several families leave before the season is over, this makes it difficult to manage and run our meets efficiently.  It also places an undue burden on our other Tarpon families.  Thank you for your cooperation!

Tarpon Volunteers    “Be part of the action!”
The Tarpons need you!  Summer league swim teams depend a great deal on parent volunteers.  More than 100 individuals are needed for a swim meet to run effectively; therefore, parents are required to volunteer in order for their children to swim.  The summer league season consists of six dual meets, plus Prelims, Finals, and All-Stars.  Swim meets are scheduled on Monday evenings beginning June 7.  They start at 4:30 PM and will be held at The Club pool or away at an opponent’s pool.

Parents can sign up to either work the first half or the second half of a meet (exception:  age group parent positions are slotted for both halves of a meet and these volunteers must be at the pool by 3:30 PM).  Parents are required to work at least four out of the six regular dual meets.  All parents whose children swim at Prelims and Finals are required to work.  If your child(ren) should qualify for the All-Star meet, your assistance may also be needed.  You can learn about the different volunteer positions on the website. This year, we will have training sessions during Time Trials to help new swim team parents and swimmers learn how a meet is run.  Time Trials will be held during regularly scheduled practices.
